INFORMATION IN RELATION TOSTATE GOVERNMENT PROPOSED CHANGES TO REGULATIONS OF SIGNIFICANT TREES.
The development plan amendment is currently in consultation but on interim operation.

These changes apply to all parts of metropolitan Adelaide and the Adelaide Hills and Mount Barker council areas.  The changes include:

Introduction of the term of “regulated trees” and the change of the definition of the significant trees.  The definition of the regulated trees is basically same as the previous term of “significant trees”.  
Revised definition:

Regulated tree

Located in Metropolitan Adelaide and/or townships in the Adelaide Hills Council or parts of the Mount Barker Council Area.

· Has a trunk circumference of 2m or more and an average circumference of 625mm or more measured at a point 1m above natural ground level.

Significant tree
Located in the Metropolitan Adelaide and/or townships in the Adelaide Hills Council or parts of the Mount Barker Council Area.

· May be any tree identified as a significant tree in the Development Plan of the City of Adelaide, City of Burnside, City of Prospect or City of Unley.

· Has a trunk circumference of 3m or more and an average circumference of 625mm or more measured at a point 1m above natural ground level.

Trees located within 10 metres of an existing building or an existing in-ground swimming pool are exempt from the controls – meaning they can be removed without council approval.  The only exception is if the tree or trees are either a willow myrtle or any eucalyptus.

Replacement trees conditions:  If council puts a condition on an approval for a removal of a regulated or significant tree about replacement trees to be planted or contributions to be made to the urban tree fund.

For replacement trees: two need to be replanted for regulated trees and three for significant trees the cost is $75 per replacement tree not planted.

The new regulations are now allowing the removal of certain tree species within 10m from the buildings without approval if they have identified any safety or maintenance issues with them.
